The phrasing in Aristotle (§v 60 @ dymvilopevog) implies that only the
killing of an opponent in a competition was specifically designated as lawful
by the law. <...> I suspect the law applied only primarily, if not solely, to
death in physical combat (i.e., in boxing or wrestling contests), since only
in these could the risk of a homicide be great enough to inspire a special law
exempting the death from normal homicide procedure. If we can believe
Plutarch’s report (Per. 36, 3) that Pericles and Protagoras discussed the
case of an unintentional killing with a javelin in the course of a pentathletic
competition, we may perhaps infer that even during a competition such
a death was not at this time legally exempt from punishment.!?

Les origines de la nouvelle d’Adraste (Hdt. I, 34—45) sont incertaines. La majorité
de chercheurs s’accordent a dire que 1’information historique dont disposait Héro-
dote était trés mince: en toute probabilité, il savait seulement que le fils de Crésus
fut victime d’un accident de chasse. En tel cas, ’historien a du suppléer tous les
détails de ce long épisode — ce qui est indirectement confirmé par le fait qu’il
s’abstient de toute évaluation de sources ou d’autre intervention dans son récit
durant onze chapitres.

La nouvelle d’Adraste tourne autour de la question suivante: qui des trois
participants est responsable de ce meurtre involontaire? Prenant cela comme point
de départ dans notre reconstruction, nous proposons de rapprocher la trame de cet
épisode et la discussion entre Protagoras et Périclés sur la mort d’Epitime de
Pharsale lors d’une compétition athlétique. Cette discussion, rapportée par Plutarque
(Plut. Per. 36), comportait des implications juridiques, religicuses et morales, et
a influencé plusieurs auteurs: Antiphon dans la Deuxiéme 7Tétralogie et Sophocle
dans la tragédie Larissaioi ont tente, dans les limites imposées par le genre, de
donner une solution a la question de responsabilité. Hérodote, dans la nouvelle
d’Adraste, a cherché de donner la sienne du point de vue historique.
